DRAWING RESPONSE 
· Explain to students they are going to read silently today and respond to what they read a bit differently, they will draw what they feel was important to learn. Some people may pull out differently things they feel are important to know. NO MORE THAN 3 DRAWINGS PER SECTION!
· They can use cartoon/stick characters, it is NOT about how beautiful the art work is.

· Model the first section of the article/text for the students. 

1. Have everyone read the section silently.

2. Explain what you feel is important to know.

3. Draw a picture to go with what you thought was important.

4. Share the picture and explain why you thought this was important to sketch.

5. Discuss how drawing a picture helped you understand better and remember what was read.

· Have students read the next section and follow the procedure you just modeled. 

· Make sure you share and discuss the pictures after each section.

· Also make sure students are able to verbalize how stopping through out text, picturing, discussing, and determining what is important helps make the text more understandable and memorable, AFTER EACH SECTION.
· ASK how this procedure will help them with text that are difficult to read.

· After the article has been read have students write on an index card 3 important things they have learned from the article/text. 

Alternative: Pair a good reader with a less-abled reader. Have them a section at a time to each other. After each section they discuss what is important to know and then draw it on separate sheets of paper/cards.
