1. Proposition 1: Teachers are Committed to Students and Their Learning

2. Proposition 2: Teachers Know the Subjects They Teach and How to Teach Those Subjects to Students. 

3. Proposition 3: Teachers are Responsible for Managing and Monitoring Student Learning. 

4. Proposition 4: Teachers Think Systematically about Their Practice and Learn from Experience. 

5. Proposition 5: Teachers are Members of Learning Communities.

Funding:

· Fee:  $2,500.00
· Three Ways to Fund:
1. State funding – Pays for all
· Attend a required state orientation 
· Fill out an application (June 30th) 
· NB is a three year process, IF you don’t certify after three years, the money has to be paid back
2. Federal funding – Pays for half ($1,250.00)
· Does not have to be paid back!
3. Pay the fee yourself!!

Incentive:

· Meets most states’ definition of “highly qualified teacher” under NCLB 

· Strengthens teaching practice 

· Improves students’ learning according to a vast majority of research 

· Advances teaching careers 

· Increases financial opportunities in many states and districts 

· Arkansas - $5,000 (currently)

· Local School District – Varies (http://arkansased.org/teachers/pdf/nbpts_incentives_050709.pdf)
· Provides a portable teaching license in most states 

· Contributes to CEU/re-certification requirements in some states
· It is “good” for ten years (then you can re-certify!)

· Exercise 1: Integration of Academic Studies with Career and Technical Education
· Exercise 2: Advances in the Field 
· Exercise 3: Exploring Careers
· Exercise 4: High-Level Skills or Processes
· Exercise 5: Employability Skills
· Exercise 6: Worksite Learning
