PAIR/READ 

DESCRIPTION: Pair/Read involves collaborative learning as students read text. Students help each other increase their knowledge and understanding of the text by reading aloud to each other. While one student reads aloud the other listens and then paraphrases what he/she heard as the main ideas.

ADVANTAGES:

· Pair/Read is a way to make sure that struggling readers don’t continue to fall further behind because they aren’t actually reading. 

· It is a way to ensure that all students are actually reading and constructing meaning from the text.

· It provides comprehension checks of smaller chunks of text.

· Students who struggle with the text are hearing, and paraphrasing the content information, even if they cannot read it for themselves. 
HOW TO: 

· Choose a selection for the students to read and break it into manageable sections, often paragraphs.
· Model the Pair/Read strategy by recruiting a class member to help you demonstrate the procedure and establish expectations. Ask your partner to read aloud the first paragraph of the selection. You will then paraphrase the content of the paragraph that was read.
· Record on paper the significant points/key words. (Each person can record this on a piece of paper.)
·  Next, you read the second paragraph of the passage aloud while your partner serves as coach. He/she should then paraphrase the information heard and record points on the paper.
· Direct students to read/process/record the rest of the passage with their assigned partners.
· Arrange students into pairs with one being the coach and other being the reader. The reader reads the first paragraph of the passage out loud to the coach. The coach then paraphrases the paragraph. (The coach can also ask questions of the reader to help clarify the reading, and the reader can “prompt” the coach if necessary.) Then records key points, etc.
· The students reverse roles, and the new reader reads the next paragraph to the coach, etc.
· Students continue alternating roles to read and summarize as they complete the passage.
· After the students have completed their section, they are should write a short paragraph using their notes.
· Students then share their paragraphs with class. Significant points/key words, etc. are recorder by all students. Teacher may add any points she feels need to be included. 
· Students then write either with a partner or by themselves a MINUTE PAPER on what they learned.
